Steps of the project:

Step 1:

A.  Choose a person to research:  Browse the entries at http://greatimmigrants.carnegie.org/. Choose a successful immigrant to research on your own.  

B.  Do the research:  Read biographical information from the Carnegie Great Immigrants site and other sites and take notes on your reading about the one person you choose.  

C.  Take notes:  Use an online dictionary such as http://dictionary.com or to look up words you do not know.  Use the outline below to take notes on the biographical information about the person you research.
