
Grammar Point:
  Should (Advice): * Explain that should is for a "good idea" (recommendation).
· Structure: Subject + should + verb (base form).
· Example: "You should see a doctor."
  Have to (Obligation):
· Explain that have to is for a "necessity" (rules/work/laws).
· Structure: I/You/We/They + have to; He/She/It + has to.
· Example: "I have to go to work tomorrow."
  Negative Contrast: * Shouldn't: "It's a bad idea."
· Don't have to: "It's not necessary (you have a choice)."
Carlos works in a busy warehouse. Lately, Carlos has a problem: he has a very bad backache, but he is also very busy at work.Yesterday, Carlos spoke to his boss and his wife. They gave him different types of information.
· His Wife says: "Carlos, your health is important. You should see a doctor. You shouldn't lift those heavy boxes today. Maybe you should take some aspirin and rest."
· His Boss says: "Carlos, we have a big delivery today. You have to wear your safety belt. You have to arrive at 8:00 AM. You don't have to stay late tonight, but the work must be finished."
