Project Part 2:  Find your Friend Housing

Use online classified ads for apartment rentals to find decent housing close to the job you found for your friend.

Take note of this information:

· Name

· Address/Location

· Map, pictures

· Cost (rent, deposits)

· Features

· Other information

Project Conclusion:  Budget and Advice

A. Provide an estimated budget with the following calculations:

· Monthly income

· Rent

· Amount remaining (if the amount is negative, find another job or additional part-time job or a new apartment)
B.  Give advice to your friend about moving to this area of California, U.S.A.  What does he or she need to know about living and working here?
