For this project, you will design a personal seal in PowerPoint with two – four images that symbolize you:  your character, your work, your goals or dreams, your culture/traditions, etc.

· Second, design your seal.  The teacher will help you in the computer lab.

· Next, write a paragraph explaining the symbols.  

· Last, make a presentation using your seal and your paragraph.

My personal seal has three symbols that represent who I am.  First, the hummingbird symbolizes my character and work ethic. I included her image on my seal because like her, I chose as my career work that helps immigrants in this country because I respect people who have the courage to leave their country to live in a foreign place, whether for adventure or for necessity. How to Make a Personal Seal in Microsoft PowerPoint:

1. Open PowerPoint. There may be an icon on your computer’s Desktop or you may have to go to the Start menu and select Microsoft Office XXXX to find PowerPoint.
2. Choose Insert – Shapes from the menus at the top of the program.
3. Select a shape.

4. Your cursor will change to a crosshair on your slide. +

5. Click, Hold, and Drag your mouse from top left to bottom right of the PowerPoint slide to form the shape.
6. Under Drawing Tools, the Format tab should be selected. (You can also right-click on the shape and select Format Shape.) To change the appearance of the shape, select Shape Fill to change the fill color, Shape Outline to change the color of the line around the shape, and Shape Effects to give the shape a shadow, reflection, glow, 3D appearance, etc.
7. To insert images as part of the seal, select the Insert tab and choose Clip Art or Pictures (if you have image files saved on the computer). Insert the images you want to use and resize by dragging one of the corner handles (move the mouse to a corner of the image and when you see a two-headed arrow, click-hold-drag to make the image bigger or smaller).
8. To layer images on the seal, select the image that you want to bring to the front or send backward. Right click on the image and select Send backward or Bring forward.
9. View your seal by selecting Slide Show – from Current Slide or my pressing the F5 key on your keyboard (above the number keys at the top).
10. If you want to save the file and finish later, select File – Save As.  Give the file a name, such as your name Personal Logo.  Select where you want to save the file (Desktop or My Computer for saving on a portable USB device) and choose Save.
11. Once you have completed your seal and do not want to make any changes, you can re-save the file as a PDF or Image file.  Select File – Save As. For PowerPoint 2010 and older, choose the drop-down arrow next to Save as Type and select PDF or JPG.  For PowerPoint 2013, select File – Export and choose Create PDF or select File – Export – Change File Type and choose PNG or JPG.
